Pollution, Stormwater and Rain Barrels

Every time it rains, water flows into stormwater systems carrying with it bacteria, pesticides, oil, fertilizer and other pollutants.  These contaminants end up in our lakes and rivers where they kill the aquatic organisms and prevent us from recreational enjoyment around these bodies of water.  This summer, many of our local beaches have been closed multiple times for swimming due to the high rainfall and contamination level.    

How can you help?  Don’t treat the stormwater drain as a waste disposal-keep out the oil, fertilizer, and pesticides.  When you wash your car, make sure that the oil and debris does not flow right down the drain.  If you can, wash your car over grass or porous surfaces.  Buy a rainbarrel and collect your rainwater for watering your plants.  This will reduce the volume of flow during storm events and will save you money on your garden water bill.
