PROGRAM NOTES:
A.  AREA STUDY INFORMATION: Students must complete one area study selected from the following: English; Foreign Language; Mathematics; Science; Social Studies.  The area study is comprised of 30-31 credits of course work in that area, some credits of which are satisfied by other required core courses.  Consult page 1 of this Program Plan for further information and the Area Study summary sheet for details on requirements/restrictions on course selection

B. PREREQUISITE STUDIES:  
As in all majors, all prerequisites for courses in the program must be satisfied.

MATHEMATICS: All students taking Math courses must take the quantitative skills placement tests.  Scores for admission to various courses are determined by the Mathematics faculty.
C.  FOREIGN LANGUAGE REQUIREMENT AND PLACEMENT GUIDELINES:

6 credits: must be completed in one Foreign Lang. A student may not waive this requirement via demonstrated proficiency in a foreign language.

Guidelines for placement in language studies follow:

· PLACE IN #101: No previous language experience or only 1 year of high school language study

· PLACE IN #102: Credit for #101 or 2 years of high school language study

· PLACE IN #105: Credit for 102 or 3-4 years of high school language study

· PLACE IN #106: 4+ years  of high school language study

NOTE: If a student has 4+ years of high school language (or is a native/heritage speaker) , he/she may enroll in #105 and #106 or may take higher level courses.  If taking higher level courses,  the courses must carry a competency or they cannot count as credit in the core.
