LANGUAGE PLACEMENT GUIDELINES: Questions regarding these guidelines should be directed to the Modern Language Department Chair.
· A student with no prior experience would likely take a four course  (12 credit hour) sequence: elementary and intermediate.
· A student with three years of high school language study would likely take only the intermediate course sequence (6 credit hours).
· A student with four or more years of high school language study may be prepared to take a
· proficiency exam to demonstrate their intermediate level proficiency with no further coursework required.  Consult a Modern Language Department faculty member for details 
B .PREREQUISITE STUDIES:  
As in all majors, all prerequisites for courses in the program must be satisfied.
MATHEMATICS: All students taking Math courses must take the quantitative skills placement tests.  Scores for admission to various courses are determined by the Mathematics faculty.
